EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 

An asbestos survey was conducted on August 13, 2008 of the Pest Control building 
located on the South Carolina Department of Mental Health (SCDMH) Bull Street 
Campus in Columbia, South Carolina.  The purpose of the assessment was to verify the 
presence or absence of asbestos-containing materials (ACMs) in the building prior to the 
potential future demolition of the building in accordance with South Carolina Department 
of Health and Environmental Control (SCDHEC) Regulation 61-86.1 Standards of 
Performance for Asbestos Projects effective June 27, 2008.   

The building is a single-story brick and masonry structure on a concrete slab foundation.  
The building appears to have been built in the 1950’s and has a footprint of 
approximately 360 square feet.  The building was originally constructed as a male and 
female restroom and contains a central pipe chase which divides the restrooms.  This 
structure is currently used for the storage of pesticides, herbicides and miscellaneous 
supplies.    

No suspect ACMs were identified in association with the building.  Consequently, no 
bulk samples were collected from the interior or exterior of the building.   

The EPA and SCDHEC require proper removal and disposal of ACMs that will be 
destructively affected by renovation and/or demolition activities, therefore we 
recommend the identified ACMs be properly removed and disposed by a qualified 
abatement contractor licensed by SCDHEC prior to any renovation or demolition 
activities.  A copy of this report should also be provided to the contractor(s) to assist with 
compliance with the applicable State and Federal regulations.  If additional suspect 
materials are discovered during future renovation or demolition activities, bulk samples 
must be collected and analyzed for asbestos content. 

A copy of this assessment report must be submitted to SCDHEC, along with a demolition 
license application, 10 weekdays prior to demolition activities. 
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1. BACKGROUND 

S&ME was contracted to perform an asbestos survey of the Pest Control building located 
on the SCDMH Bull Street Campus in Columbia, South Carolina.  The purpose of the 
assessment was to identify asbestos-containing materials (ACMs) in the building. 

The Pest Control building is a brick and masonry structure on a concrete slab foundation. 
 This structure was formerly used as restrooms and is currently used to store pesticides, 
herbicides and various supplies.  The building appears to have been built in the 1950’s 
and has a total footprint of approximately 360 square feet.  The building has a flat 
concrete slab roof.  Interior finishes include concrete floors, concrete ceilings and brick 
walls.   No thermal system insulation (TSI) was observed on the water pipes located in 
the pipe chase in the middle of the building.    

S&ME was not provided with a previous asbestos survey report of this building.    

The purpose of the assessment was to verify the presence or absence of asbestos-
containing materials (ACMs) in the building in accordance with Regulation 61-86.1 
South Carolina Department of Health and Environmental Control (SCDHEC) Standards 
of Performance for Asbestos Projects effective June 27, 2008.  The identification of 
ACMs will aid in the prevention of occupational exposures and/or environmental releases 
of airborne asbestos.  Identification of ACMs also complies with Title 40 Code of the 
Federal Regulations, part 61, and State regulation 61-86.1 enforced by the SCDHEC, 
along with Title 29 Code of Federal Regulations, part 1926 enforced by OSHA.  The 
following sections describe the investigative procedures used and conclusions and 
recommendations regarding the structure as related to ACMs. 

2. ASSESSMENT PROCEDURES 

The assessment was performed by inspecting the interior and exterior of the building for 
suspect asbestos-containing materials.  The possibility exists that suspect materials were 
not detected in inaccessible areas such as wall voids.   

No suspect ACMs were identified during this assessment.  If suspect materials are 
discovered during future renovation or demolition activities, bulk samples should be 
collected and analyzed for asbestos content. 
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3. FINDINGS AND RESULTS 

The asbestos assessment conducted on August 13, 2008 did not identify any suspect 
ACMs associated with the building.  Consequently, no bulk samples were collected and 
no laboratory data were produced.   

Photographs of building conditions are included in Appendix I.  A copy of the inspector’s 
SCDHEC license is provided in Appendix II.   

 

4. CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS 

The asbestos survey conducted on the Pest Control building located on the SCDMH Bull 
Street campus in Columbia, South Carolina identified the presence of no suspect 
asbestos-containing materials.    

The EPA and SCDHEC require proper removal and disposal of ACMs that will be 
destructively affected by renovation and/or demolition activities, therefore we 
recommend any identified ACMs be properly removed, transported, and disposed of by a 
qualified abatement contractor licensed by SCDHEC, Asbestos Section, prior to any 
renovation/demolition activities.  If suspect materials are discovered during future 
renovation/demolition activities, bulk samples must be collected and analyzed for 
asbestos content.  Access to areas with significantly damaged ACM should be limited to 
asbestos trained personnel with proper personal protective equipment (PPE). 

A copy of this assessment report must be submitted to SCDHEC, along with a demolition 
license application 10 weekdays prior to demolition activities. 
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
